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Focus on the politic and economy of Indo—Chinese peninsular, especially
Vietnam, Thailand, Cambodia and Myanmar, This region has diversifying
ethnics and culture, Vietnamese leaders struggled for independence since the
WWII, and won the fight with French in 1954, But it fell into separating
states. North Vietnam destroyed South Vietnam in 1975 and adopted Socialist
policy. The Doi Moi policy was executed in order to recover the declining
economic in 1986, However, Vietnam is still a political repressive country.
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
