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Although Taiwan has signed ECFA with PRC, the Cross—Strait Relations
have been complicated. Taiwan would keep good relations with PRC, its
security, survival and development has long depended on the US. This
course will focus on National Security Environment of Taiwan in the
Post-Cold War Period and China's Taiwan Policy & Military Modernization.
Also, U.S.-China, U.S.-JP and Cross—Strait Relations are this course’s big
concern,
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
