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The goal of the course is to provide students with an understanding of the
subject of security and peace in the Taiwan Strait. The contents of the
course include the theoretical concept of security, US, East Asian security
strategy, US—China—Taiwan trilateral relationship, U.S.—Japan Alliance, military
modernization of China, the role of the US in the Taiwan Strait crises, and
U.S.-Taiwan Security ties.
