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This course aims to introduce the western strategic thought and theory
from ancient Greek era to modern era.

2. the horizontal study of selected strategic writings to inspire current
strategic theory. ultimately speaking, cultivating students’ capability of
strategic thinking and strategic analysis is the further purpose.
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
