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Taiwan and Mainland China have signed various agreements in recent years
aimed at boosting bi-lateral trade, In 2011 two sides began cutting import
tariffs on more than 700 categories of goods and services after signing the
ECFA (Economic Cooperation Framework Agreement), which aims to reduce
tariffs and commercial barriers. Mainland China is Taiwan's biggest trading
partner with bilateral trade worth $110bn a year. ECFA and other signed
agreements will encourage more Mainland China investment on Taiwan and
give Taiwan investors more room to grow on the mainland.
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
