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The purpose of this course is to provide students with an opportunity to
deepen their

understanding of school curriculum, by focusing on scholarly work that have
shaped the notions of curriculum used by the educational community and by
considering

curriculum artifacts available for school teachers. As a byproduct, students
will have an

opportunity to get acquainted with theoretical underpinnings of curriculum
and to develop

strategies to evaluate school curriculum, as well as practical field works,
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
