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This course will introduce students to the backgrounds and origins of
canonical and influential Western writings from the ancient time to the
Renaissance Period. The course also helps students form a general concept
of the different literary periods in Western histories, In the first semester,
we will focus on the Ancient world and the Middle Ages. During the second
semester it will include several classical works from the second half of the
Middle Ages to the Renaissance Period.
