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This course aims at developing students’ English writing skills. The entire
course is divided into three stages. In Composition II, students will learn to
write an introductory paragraph, including a thesis statement, supporting
paragraphs, and a concluding paragraph., In addition, students will be able
to use different writing techniques, such as making transition between
sentences and paragraphs, outlining, revising, and editing in the writing
process.
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
