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This course introduces the principle of economics, which makes students
understand the economic behavior among agents (e.g., consumers, firms, and
the government), so as to explain why our economic environment acts as it
does. In addition, it encourages the learners to figure out the economic
problems related to the government policies, industry competition, and
financial markets. It trains students being capable of performing market

trend analyses and/or making simple comments about current economic and
financial news,
