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The course is divided into national defense education and military training ,
national defense education focuses on missiles, army weapons, navy weapons,
air force weapons, ROC's defense industry development and future
development of war, sub—branches of military training introduced
anti—missile systems, information warfare, CBRN warfare and introduction
military career.
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
