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This course is a branch of microeconomics, it deals with firms behavior and
market equilibrium under different market structures, In particular, this
course emphasizes the rich applications of game theory to issues of
imperfect competitive industry, The first semester covers a brief introduction
of industrial organization and various strategies of firms, More topics of
firm's strategies and game analyses are left to the second semester.
