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Let students to understand principles of the constitution, and its related
knowledges and theories with regard to his or her civil rights and
obligations, furthermore, to cultivate his or her reasoning ability, in order to
strengthen law obedience education and acknowledgement,
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2. to understand the essence
of the forward remarks and
the general principals of the
constitution. 3.to comprehend
the relationship between civil
rights and obligations in the
constitution. 4.to comprehend
the governmental entity
under the constitution,
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
