TRAINING" in two parts. The first part "ALL-OUT DEFENSE EDUCATION"
includes "national consciousness'....in 6 chapters. The second part "MILITARY
TRAINING" includes "Military etiquette and guard duty"...in 4 chapters. This
course is to establish the basis for the concept of national defense, but also
the military training course a very important part.
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
