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Since the 1980s, most countries in Latin America have become relatively
stable democracies, in contrast to the widespread authoritarianism of
previous decades. Nonetheless, many of these countries have faced a series
of problems, including economic instability, ongoing inequality, excessive
presidentialism, and limited popular participation, This course provides an
introduction to the political systems of Latin America and will review a
number of these current issues affecting the region, focusing in particular on
six nations: Argentina, Brazil, Cuba, Mexico, Peru, and Venezuela,
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
