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The course is a graduate seminar on population changes (especially, ageing)
in E+SE Asian countries and their implications for industrial development, It
consists of 3 parts: (1) trends and characteristics of population changes and
their determinants, (2) impacts of population changes on the labour force
and socio—economic development, and (3) experiences of population changes
and industrial development in E+SE Asian countries.
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
