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From historical and geographic point of view, this course provides a
thorough overview of Asian culture: Chinese, Taiwanese, Japanese, Korean
and Indian culture, It also studies the different cultures in Asia through its
arts, literature, thoughts, religions and society systems. The “Silk Road” and
the “The voyages of Zheng He”, great events for the culture exchange, are
included.
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
