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This course is an introduction to American national security policy. Since
American national security involves many issues ranging from deterrence,
nuclear disarmamentto immigration, human rights, to anti—terrorism,
cyber—attacks, etc.This course won't concentrate on specific issues. Rather, it
will concentrate on institutions, which include not only formal organizations
like NSC, State Department, or DoD, but also informal rules like public
opinion, decision—making norms, In addition, this course will also bring up
other countries'institutions for comparison.
