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This course will begin with the progress of human being from primitive life
into civilized society, Then we shall turn our attention to the development
of four great river cultures which have been seen as the cradles of
civilization. Finally we shall focus on the development of two main roots of
so called Western Civilization, the Greco—Roman World and the
Judeo—Christianty.
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
