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This course has two teaching goals. The first goal is to build the basic
knowledge of environmental economics and of the benefit—cost method, This
is why we adopt the textbook of environmental economics, The second goal
is to provide the basic knowledge for the planning and managing stages of
an effective environmental policy execution, Topics such as law, management,
multi—objective decision making, environmental ethics, risk analysis, and

sustainable development are briefly introduced.
