They'll become proficient
readers through critical
reading and classroom
discussion. Theyll learn the
importance of sharing their
works with each other
through peer correction.
They'll understand that
writing is an ongoing process
of shaping ideas, writing,
editing, and rewriting,
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Though not required, students are encouraged to find an article (no more
%7@: than 2 pages) and discuss it in class. Also,outside reading is encouraged;
1 %‘,i students can read a book and give a report in class. Extra points will be
given, Students can sign up for either task in the second week, The
chosen article should be handed in two weeks before the presentation to
make sure that all students have a copy. Next, it's essential to complete
assignments before each class, Attendance and in—class participation are
expected, Leave of absence, sick leave or compassionate leave should be
requested the following week, if not in advance, Whether the absence is
justified is up to the instructor's discretion. No late work will be accepted
unless there is a legitimate reason.
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
