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This course mainly introduces types of export insurance, deposit insurance,
agricultural insurance and analyzes their scopes. Next, the comparison of
insurance systems in England, Japan, and the United States are discussed in
the course., Also, probing into the current status and future development of
these insurance in Taiwan is another issue in the class.
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
