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(1) to enable students to create a "national defense' concept and the
acquisition of expertise, "defense policy."

(2) training students to use the expertise of this course, apply their
knowledge, the professional attitude and spirit of service, service—for—profit
organization, and to improve student services and the ability to reflect,

(3) to enable students to staff and service organizations to establish the
concept of national defense education, enhance national security awareness,
training national patriotism, support for defense policy.
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
