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This course, “War and People”, is intended not to analyze wars from the
perspectives of traditional politics or

military. Instead, by centering on human nature, this course will observe the
conflicts between human nature

and war violence from the perspectives of the society, psychology, fine
artsetc.; and, moreover, deal with

such issue as to how people present wars by means of literature, music,
paintings, drama, and photography; and,

finally, see whether people, in the course of all these, may be able to treat
one another with genuine sincerity as well as compassion,
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
