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Students will learn details of paragraph structure, such as the topic
sentence, supporting sentences and details, and concluding sentences. SKills
for developing ideas should also be taught, Additionally, there should be a
great deal of emphasis on grammar, sentence structure, and usage, as well
as on the need for editing and proofreading.
