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This course covers the practical and theoretical issues associated with digital
network and new media, including different types of technologies such as
social media, search engines, mobile applications etc, The course primarily
takes a social scientific approach to digital communication., We will first
address the network society and various dimensions, It will study the
interaction between ICT, society, economy, politics, and culture in an
interdisciplinary and cross—boundary perspective, We then focus on the
analysis of new media practices, and the design and implementation issues,
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of today. We intend to
develop a new worldview of
interconnectedness for future
media practitioners and

strengthen their independent
thinking and glocalized
self-identity in this
environment, Students will be
required to develop research
and original thinking, and to
engage in empirical, analytical
work leading to research
papers,
