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This course is to focus on a linguist—-Ogawa Naoyoshi— who conducted
linguistic researches at Japan-ruled Taiwan. After looking into his career
and the period he lived, we are going to read several his papers and discuss
the meaning of his study. Students are also expected to learn how
first—hand historical materials are to be properly collected. A lecture by a
scholar who has been studying Ogawa is also scheduled.
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
