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In this course students are introduced to the basic concepts and techniques
that are used in social science research. The course is divided into three
sections, which cover social scientific inquiry and research design,
quantitative data gathering and analysis, and qualitative data gathering and
analysis, respectively, As a result of taking the course, students should be
able to: (a) demonstrate their understanding of the basic principles and
procedures of research methodology; and (b) critically evaluate both
quantitative and qualitative research studies,.
