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This course is designed to introduce to the fourth-year English majors the
importance, the profundity, and the fun in the reading of translation theories
and the practice of them. As a way of putting to test the students’
knowledge of the global language of English into the context of local
cultures, this class is meant to be more than just another language skill
course,
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
