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In this class we'll study the trial and death of Socrates. What the event
offers for us is the humanism of Greek Classicism, which is the main source
of the civilization of the West., Then there are two questions for us to

ask : (1) We as human beings, what’s deserved for us to pursue it? (2)
Could we know what it is, if we dont know who we are? In this course
we shall try to clarify and understand these questions by reading the

Greece,
