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This course is designed to make students:

(1) Understand the differences between the professionalism of communication
and those of other disciplines in the social science,

(2) Realize how graduate studies different from undergraduate studies and
that of job training,

By doing so, students are expected to obtain a clear and sufficient
recognition on the

professionalism of communication and furthermore, to build a complete
understanding of the essence of “research work .
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
