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In this course, we will read The Complete Works of Cai Pei—huo. Cai was
one of the important leaders of Taiwanese political movement in Taiwan
under

Japanese rule, His opinions covered various topics including on politics,
ethnicity, languages, international affairs and so forth. Besides reading the
collection in depth, other related topics and references are to be discussed
in order students to better recognize the historical context. Students are
required to have presentations for every subject and point out their doubts
and views on it,
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
