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This course attempts to intensify freshmen’s knowledge of computer,
operation system, and basic software applications. It will develop
student'sability in making good use of Internet resources for obtaining
required knowledge. Meanwhile, through introducing fundamental concepts of
program design, E—Business, computer viruses, information security, and
network

ethic, the course expects to train students with sufficient and more
advanced information skills for them to put into practice in their everyday
lives and to apply in learning their other subjects.
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
