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The course will focus on markets and financial instruments of foreign
exchange and interest rates, including how these markets operate and how
these instruments are valued. Students will also understand why hedging
FX/Interest Rate risk could add value, how to hedge and the advantage and
limitation of hedging risks.

Discussions such as raising capital globally and financial crisis will also be
included in the course.
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
