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The purpose of the course is to familiarize students with the basic concepts
of sustainable development, the key issues in sustainable transportation (the
balance among environmental protection, social equity, and economic
prosperity), various strategies for promoting sustainable transportation
worldwide, and current status and future challenges of sustainable
transportation in Taiwan, Students will acquire relevant knowledge through
lectures, examinations, discussions, and team projects.
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
