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This course aims to survey English literature from as early as the 8th
century Old English works up to the eighteenth century with a great
emphasis on the historical, cultural and literary background of each period.
In the first semester, we will start from works as early as the Anglo—Saxon
period, then we move on to the Middle English Literature including
Chaucer’s Canterbury Tales, the so-called medieval period, and then we
finish this semester with the works in the Renaissance period,
