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This course provides a broad overview of identifying research questions,
designing research strategies, retrieving and organizing literature, determining
research methods, and examining the theory and practice of both
quantitative and qualitative research. Students will have opportunities to
clarify their own research questions and write research proposals with
relevant research designs.
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
