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In this course, we will read African—American Women's writing, ranging from
slave narratives, the magazine novel by Pauline Hopkins, women writers
engaged in Harlem Renaissance to contemporary fiction, Meanwhile, we will
also read about the issues of race and gender in other scholars' works from
the fields of sociology, cultural studies, African American studies and
feminism. Cultural identity/difference/passing, the haunting of the past, black
subjectivity, and literary authority are central to these African—American
