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Through studying the culture connotation of the Chinese historic artifacts,
students

are training to be capable of thinking about causes to the historic key
points in the artifacts, so that they could realize the heritage significance
and culture value of historic artifacts, and enhance themselves the capability
of appreciating and enjoying the cultural splendor of historic artifacts.
