Through understanding
historical background and experiencing movements of European and American
mainstream dance genres of ballet, modern and postmodern dance as well as
of contemporary Japanese Butoh and diversified contemporary Taiwan's
dances, the student will be able to view concert dance at ease and, in turn,
cultivate his/her humanistic qualities and a sense of aesthetic appreciation.
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Correspondingly, through
movement experiences of
various dances, the student
will be able to gain an
understanding and respect for
diverse body idioms and
cultural pluralism of the 21th
century and expand his/her
