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This course is six credits. The first semester will mainly based on thinking
and cultures in Pre—Qin. According to Mo, Zong-san's ‘Nineteen Lectures of
Chinese Philosophy’, in order to establish more comprehensive core concepts
of Chinese cultures, this course will survey all the philosophers in Pre—Qin
one by one and compare with Metaphysics of Wei and Jin Dynasties as well
as Neo—Confucianism in the Song and Ming Dynasties in accordance with
the themes, Graduate programs mainly based on discussion. Reading
documents is the first task and criticize precisely will be the next target.
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
