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Replaced by national security, military, and foreign policy, the ideological
oriental national security policy has no longer existed after Cold War. In
accordance with reseach finding, the paper can understand Putin’s security
policy and Russia strategic priority and interest via National Security
Concept, Military Doctrine of Russia, and Russia’'s Foreign Policy.
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
