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The Post Modern Era is said,and reforms of the modern state have been
required.Over—concentration,regional disparities have widened under the
globalization progresses. It was led to the big government to implement the
social welfare of Aging society.Therefor the need for new public
management has been advocated.,We want to gain a better understanding
about reforms by the new public management on the basis of the specific
cases as much as possible,
