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This course will explore the competitive management in international market
from the perspective of marketing management, After finishing this course,
the students will be able to understand the related topics clearly and then
enhance their ability to respond the rapid change of international
environments through the analysis of theories and discussion of cases study.
The major contents in this course include relted theories, environments
analysis, entry strategies, marketing—-mix strategies, and organizational design
and control.
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
