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This course, based on the rise and decline of Kitan, Tangut and Jurchen
from 10 to 13centuries, analyzes each clan’s developments and evolutions. This
course also explains the Liao, Xixia andJin Dynasties preserve their own clan
characters, and indeed have their newpolitical, military,social, economic, and
cultural developments, Furthermore, the course analyzes the connections and
influences of those dynasties with the developments of Chinese history.
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
