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To help students understand better the origins of Spanish vocabulary, and
through the repeated practice in class, students would be able to recognize
the words next time when they see them, therefore take interest in them
and finally discover the mystery of Spanish. On the other hand, to guide
students apply linguistic theory to discourse analysis.
