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The constitution provides the fundamental law under which the national
government operates, It protects people from government abuse, specifies
obligations that citizens must fulfill and indicates how government is
organized, This course discusses basic human rights and government
structure as well as authority regulated by the Constitution. Using movies
and case studies in class, this course is expected to bring students' attention
to human rights issues and to help students gain knowledge of the
protection of their rights.
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
