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BUSINESS ETHICS
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This course introduces basic doctrines of moral philosophy by discussing
actual cases in business career to help the students to understand the role
those doctrines and issues play in business world and their personal lives,
The aim is to cultivate the ability and habitual practices of reasonable
reflection and decision on moral issues,
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
