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This course is designed to improve the writing skills of translators working
from Chinese to English and vice versa. It offers students the opportunity to
learn and apply practical skills in translation. Students doing this course will
tackle different tasks and translate texts from various categories including
literary, technological, political and business, The course will focus on the
most common problems translators face in the areas of word usage,

grammar, and writing styles.
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
