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The course is aimed to explore the complex process of social change and
development. The main objectives are designed to enhance learning capacity
in identifying central arguments (learning to pick out what's important),
cultivating skeptical pragmatism, and practicing critical reasoning, The
thinking exercise are fourfolded:What is the main point(s) of the theory?
How does that point appear in historical, contemporary or future social
changes?What part of the theory doesn’t make sense or might even be
wrong?What does this theory assume that distinguishes it from other

theories?
