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This course is designed to give prospective ESL/EFL teachers a better
understanding of the English sentence structure. All major phrasal types will
be explored in terms of function and syntax. Different Syntactic processes
and linguistic theories such as the DP hypothesis, case theory, binding
theory, movement theory will be introduced. In addition, students will have
a chance to read research papers about the structures of different varieties
of English with a purpose to broaden their knowing about what English is
as one of the most widely learned languages in the world.
